Coaches letter of Instruction for club injuries

Coaches,

There have been a couple injuries lately and some confusion as to what the steps are for the injury. I need to better explain the procedure for injury. 

For injury to a wrestler that has a League card, the parents do what they normally do for an injury. This would also include a competitor card. You will need to fill out an injury report, send me a copy of the report, and keep the original on file for your records.
Coaches and parents need to remember that this is secondary sports insurance. Do not express to the parents that they need to put in a claim for every injury. Document the injury and keep it on file. If it becomes more than a minor injury, they will let you know, and you will have already documented the injury.  

If because of this injury they have a lot of expenses out of pocket, then they claim the secondary sports insurance. Remember, this secondary sports insurance is usually claimed for catastrophic events or injuries. 

League card registrations are kept at the state level locally in my records if they have purchased a league card. Wrestlers with league cards start the injury process locally through their coach and the State Director if needed. 
Wrestlers with league cards will not show up in the USA Wrestling data system until they upgrade to the competitor card. This is what keeps our cost down for the league cards. 

This is why it is so important to have the individual registration form filled out and a copy sent to me. The registration form validates there League card.
